Education as instruction offered by any means where the student and faculty member are in
separate physical locations. Distance Education includes, but is not limited to, online, interactive

video and correspondence courses or programs.

(b) Distance L earning is learning that includes Distance Education and/or supervised field

experiences.

(c) Educational Information Technology System (E  ducational IT System) is a Learning

Management System, e.g., Blackboard, E*Value, ExamSoft.

(d) Education Record is defined in the Student Records Policy (23.1.06). Education Records are

commonly referred to as “student records.”

(e) Enterprise Computing Account (ECA) is a unique user identification required to access the
BCM information systems network.
() Supervi sed Field Experience (SFE), as defined by NC -SARA, means a student learning
